His 1964 album Shakespeare and All That Jazz was inspired by the writings of William Shakespeare and
features superb vocals by Dame Cleo Laine. It set me thinking that there must be a wealth of material to
explore and | haven’t been disappointed! My research will continue, but what I've found so far has also
spurred me on to write my own songs and lyrics.’

An exciting combination of highly trained vocalist, actor and lyricist, Verona made her stage debut at the age

of five. Growing up in Bath, she excelled in all things creative, winning a number of music and dance festivals.
She trained at the Royal Academy of Music and Trinity Laban, but whilst enjoying a highly successful career as
a singer and actor, realised that jazz was her abiding passion. She made an impressive professional jazz debut
alongside Humphrey Lyttelton when she guested on his Sad Sweet Songs & Crazy Rhythms album in 2005.
